Participants of the Round Table discussed the current situation
concerning Framework Convention on the Protection and Sustainable
Development of the Carpathians (hereinafter — the Convention), its

implementation and expressed the following considerations.

Participants of the Round Table are on the whole satisfied with
The adoption of the Convention and its ratification by Ukraine. But
the Government and mass media do not ensure sufficient spread

of information about the Convention and the corresponding

documents and events.

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The Current execution of the legislature in force concerning the
preservation of the Carpathians, a weak self-government, the absence
of a state and local strategic development plan for the Carpathians,
the existing spatial management of lands, the management of forestry
and other natural resources of the Carpathians, the signs of the
country degradation are grounds for a deep concern over the

feasibility of the Convention.

Participants of the Round Table agreed upon the following. We :

1. Consider it a priority to achieve the goal of strengthening local
economies and communities (article 2.1 of the Convention) by
adoption of Protocols on the following issues:

e Spatial planning
® Local communities, cultural heritage and traditional knowledge.

2. The Government, local bodies of State Administration and local
councils should implement the Convention without waiting for
Protocols by planning and decision-making in the frames of the
legislature in force.

3. The regional Council should take care of the location of the
Permanent Secretariat of the Convention.

4. A programme for the sustainable development of Maniava village
should be developed that would presuppose the development of
tourism infrastructure: roads and tourist routes, a hotel, a tourist
service centre, parking lots etc.

5. The natural, historic and cultural heritage presented in the areas
surrounding Maniava and Starunia villages should be used as tourist
attractions.

6. The Boykiv characteristic landscapes and buildings should be
preserved. The Ukrainian Cabinet of Ministers will be applied to on
the issue of economic support of wooden construction in Carpathian
villages, particularly providing native inhabitants with cheap timber
for the construction and repairs of traditional Maniava buildings and
heating systems. Gas should be installed in the village.

7. There must be created conditions for a balanced application of the
newest construction materials and technologies in the village
(considering cultural traditions).

8. A training workshop should be conducted in Maniava about the
organization of green rural tourism.

9. Educational resources must be collected for a local folklore study
group in Maniava School of General Education.

10. The knowledge and skills of local people, and students of local
folklore, should be used for business activity as guides.

11. The conditions of Boykiv cultural traditions preservation should
be improved, Boykiv society must renew its activities, local folklore
and traditional knowledge should be studied and spread.

12. Festivals should be used to advertise Boykiv culture and attract
tourists to Maniava.

13. A list of tourist attractions, monuments, historical events and
outstanding people in Maniava must be made.

14. A festival “Maniava Christmas carol” should be started under the
project “Christmas in the Carpathians”.

15. Information for tourists on the ethnic originality of Maniava
should be published in periodicals and advertising booklets.

16. Museums, a museum of forest in particular, must be used for the
development of the region.

17. The condition of forestry in the region does not correspond to the
principles of sustainable development. Relentless cutting should be
urgently stopped, and part of the revenue from the removal of timber
must stay in the village.

18. The forestry authority must change its priority from cutting to
forest renewal.

20. The Government and the bodies of self-government of the
Carpathians and the Crimean mountains must be addressed on the
issue of popularization of the recently adopted International Day of
Mountains (December 11) and it should be used for the lobbying of
mountain peoples interests.

The participants of the Round Table will encourage fellow-villagers,
and all the patriotic powers of the region, to combine their efforts in
the implementation of the principles of the Carpathian Convention for
the welfare of its development and prosperity.
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
